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	OUR INTENT (VISION / PURPOSE) :
The overall purpose (intent) of our Oracy Curriculum is to improve children’s speech, language & communication, so that they can use language successfully to navigate relationships and to access and make progress in their education.

At Trefonen, we understand that speaking & listening is the starting point for all learning.  We know that not all pupils experience a language rich environment before they start at our school. The quality and variety of language that pupils hear and speak, particularly in their younger years, are key factors in developing their vocabulary, their ability to understand language and to articulate clearly and precisely. 

We understand the importance of immersing Reception children in a wide range of well-chosen stories, rhymes and songs. We know that this helps to develop children’s understanding and use of rich vocabulary and language structures. We understand that some children may need additional support in developing their vocabulary, as well as their expressive and receptive language skills as they move through our school. 

We want all of our children to leave our school with 
· the ability and confidence to articulate / express their thoughts, feelings and ideas clearly and confidently.
· a wide vocabulary, that will support them to interact positively with their peers and adults, and help them to access the next steps in education
· the confidence & ability to discuss, persuade, argue, negotiate and debate to enable them to achieve greater success in navigating social relationships, have critical conversations, access and achieve success in the next steps of learning (their academic curriculum). 

IMPLEMENTATION:
We have put in place a programme to deliver our oracy curriculum. We have considered the language & conversation structures and vocabulary that we want our children to understand and be able to use as they progress through our school to enable them to have critical conversations and to fully access their learning. We understand the importance of continuing to develop children’s vocabulary, including subject specific vocabulary as they move through the school, as well as well as teaching specific oracy techniques. We have identified the key components that will support children in developing their oracy as they move through our school. We are currently mapping these key components against our wider curriculum to help us to identify the specific teaching that will ensure that all pupils are supported in developing their spoken language skills and all pupils have opportunities to practice, refine and embed them.

Along-side support for pupils to use their language successfully in everyday experience, our curriculum provides pupils with specific, structured, step by step opportunities to develop specific techniques in spoken language for specific purposes., e.g. for performance / drama / role play, explanations, persuasive arguments, presentations, debates.

Oracy lessons focus on helping children to make their thinking clear and then be able to articulate it. Pupils are given opportunities to plan, rehearse and develop their own oral presentations over time. They are supported in developing the confidence to speak clearly and express their ideas, in the appropriate format, based on modelling and knowledge of good practice.  Teachers ensure that pupils build their learning on secure foundations for oracy.
