Interpretation
Understand that different versions of the past may exist, giving some reasons for this:

· Know that people in the past did not know the same things that we know today.
· When things happened, it was often confusing and uncertain for people & they did not know how things would turn out. 
· We can put together a story / account about the past in different ways. It can be different information or have views about what is important. This does not mean that one version is right and another is wrong.
· There is a difference between a source and evidence. The source is information, but it is the historian who uses it as evidence to answer questions. A good historian uses the source as evidence to ask many questions.
· Understand how historians & others form interpretations.
· Understand why historians & others have interpreted events, people & situations in different ways through a range of media.
· Evaluate a range of interpretations of the past to assess their validity.

Evidence / Sources:
· Identify, select & use a range of historical sources, including textual, visual & oral sources, artefacts & the historic environment.
· Evaluate the sources used in order to reach reasoned conclusions.
· Regularly address & sometimes devise historically valid questions.

· Understand how knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources.
· Construct informed responses by selecting & organising historical information.
