	On Safari
In this topic children will be ‘going on safari’ in the local area to identify and explore invertebrates and other plants and animals in the local area. They will be identifying and naming a variety of common wild and garden plants, including deciduous and evergreen trees.  They will be describing and comparing the structure of a variety of common animals.

Seasonal Changes (throughout the year)
We will be observing and the changes that occur across the four seasons.  They will observe and describe weather associated with the seasons and think about how the day varies. 

In both topics the children will be learning how to work scientifically and planning and carrying out investigations.
